Fola (not her real name) is a sweet little girl according to
the Nuns and staff at St. Joseph's. She has a beautiful
disposition, a ready smile, and is ready to give and receive
a hug. To look at her today, you would think she never had
a worry in her life, but first looks don't always tell the story.

Fola was born HIV positive. With no HIV testing done, she
and her mother remained oblivious to the virus that was
circulating through their blood streams. Within months of
her placement at St. Joseph's Home her mother died of
AIDS-related illnesses.

Fola was diagnosed with TB,
severe malnourishment, and an
inability to thrive. She had
become so weak she could no
longer eat on her own, and was
no longer strong enough to
walk.

Hydrotherapy Pool fully

In keeping with our communal obligation we reduced
our carbon footprint by adding solar heating panels,
a solar water geyser for the showers, and a salt
water chlorinator to cut down on chemicals. The pool
benches are also made of recycled plastic.

Is an announcement familiar to the ears of commuters travelling the London Underground; “The
Gap” being the distance between the carriage and the station platform. In our case “The Gap” is the difference
between the actual cost of a medical bed and the limited government support for that bed. In either case, bad
